Online Registration cont... If a parent desires to change an address, supporting
documentation must be provided to the data center. These changes will eliminate the need
for individual schools to send home paper copies on the first day of school. If parents have
not accessed the system and made the necessary changes and acknowledgements within
the first 30 days of school, written notification from the data center will be sent to their
homes. If parents do not have access to a computer, smart phone or Internet, paper copies
will be provided as a last opportunity. New students coming into the district for the first
time will have to enroll online. Everything that would be in a new student packet will be
available online. An email will be generated to the data center and they will immediately
see students who enroll. The student will not be registered into a school until the parent
brings supporting documentation to the data center. Once registered an email will be
generated and sent to all who needs the information. The student/parent will be given a
registration sheet from the data center to carry to the school.
